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American-Jewish groups might disagree on many issues, but they are united in their message to *Secretary of State Condoleezza Rice* as she convenes the Annapolis Middle East summit.

The Coordinating Council on Jerusalem is warning Miss Rice and the Israeli government against any plan that would carve up the Israeli capital to share the ancient city with a Palestinian state.
"This is the first time in recent Jewish history that major Jewish organizations have been able to agree on one idea," said* Jeff Ballabon*, a spokesman for the council, which represents 20 Jewish groups.

"The groups, which have traditionally supported the Israeli government, are drawing a line on Jerusalem. They cannot and are not willing to support an Israeli government that puts even one inch of Jerusalem on the negotiating table. The State Department has no right to pressure Israel into negotiating the future of Jerusalem."
